HE BLUE FLAG PROGRAMME IN CYPRUS

The Cyprus Tourism Organisation’s policy for sustainable
tourism development focuses on people, culture and the en-
vironment. The introduction of the «Blue Flag» Programme of

the Foundation for Environmental Education (FEE) in Cyprus
is within this policy objective and aims to protect the island’s
natural and cultural identity, enhance and upgrade the quality
of the tourist product as well as create environmental aware-
ness among the people of Cyprus.

The «Blue Flag» is awarded to beaches which fulfill a number
of criteria, including: (i) the quality of the bathing water, which
must be in accordance with the relevant European Union Di-
rective (i) environmental education and information and (iii)
beach area management and safety. The «Blue Flag» has
become a symbol of environmental quality which serves as
an incentive for local authorities and the private sector to take
measures for the overall improvement of the coastal areas in
accordance with the above-mentioned criteria.

Cyprus, as a Mediterranean tourism destination, has recog-
nised the importance of this Campaign as one way in which
tourism can be better integrated with the coastal environ-
ment. More specifically, the Cyprus Tourism Organisation
(CTO) has investigated the idea of introducing the Blue Flag
Campaign with the FEE.

C.T.O., as a semi-governmental organ-
isation, could not assume the role of
the National Operator and it became
the Programme’s National Coordinator
instead; CYMEPA, as the most suitable
non-governmental environmental agen-
cy, was proposed as the programme’s
National Operator.

It was therefore with the initiative of the
CTO and the cooperation of CYMEPA,
the local authorities and the relevant
government bodies, that Cyprus has in-
troduced the Blue Flag and became a
full member of the FEEE in 1995.

The Cyprus Marine Environment Protection Association

has been formed with the initiative of the International Ship-
ping Community of Cyprus with the support of the Commer-
cial Community of the island. CYMEPA is an autonomous,
not-for-profit organization funded solely by its members.

The principal aim of CYMEPA is to encourage and actively
assist effective efforts to prevent all forms of pollution of the
sea. The Association also helps seafarers and executives to
be more aware of safety and the protection of the marine
environment. CYMEPA also initiates environmental projects
and operates extensive public awareness campaigns, giving
priority to environmental education of Schoolchildren.

On November 26th, 1993 CYMEPA was admitted as an As-
sociate Member of the Foundation for Environmental Educa-
tion (FEE). This is a network of non-governmental organisa-
tions (NGOs) working to promote environmental education
both by carrying out actual Programmes and by creating an
awareness of the concept of environmental education. Each
member organisation undertakes individual projects in its
home country as well as shares common international efforts
such as the Blue Flag, Young Reporters for the Environment,
Learning About Forests, the Green Key and Eco-Schools.
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The Blue Flag is above all an informational and educational
campaign. Local commitment is the key to its success and
participating in the Blue Flag means sharing the responsibil-
ity for the coastal environment.

The Blue Flag is annually awarded to Beaches that comply
with a list of criteria ranging from water quality to environ-
mental education and information to beach area manage-
ment and safety.

The Blue Flag for Beaches is valid only during the bath-
ing season. The Blue Flag season may be equal or short-
er than the bathing season depending on the ability of the
beach to comply with the criteria of the Blue Flag.

« there should be a free source of drinking water

« there should be public telephones available by the beach
The National and International Blue Flag Jury reserve the
right to refuse the Blue Flag to beaches in communities
where the authorities are responsible for current violations
of environmental regulations or otherwise act or allow condi-
tions contradictory to the objectives and the spirit of the Blue
Flag.
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
